IN FROM THE MARGINS

When the small, industrial city of Elefsina was
nominated as the European Capital of Culture
8 years ago, on 11 November 2016, the news
came as a shock to the Greek reality. It is
typical of the climate of the time, the surprise
and displeasure of a Greek city councillor who
said: “Do you understand what has happened?
Barcelona played against Kolopetinitsa and the
latter won’. Indeed, the city that was almost
synonymous with the margins suddenly
became the centre of Europe. The transition
was enormous. Elefsina had covered an
astronomical distance in the collective
imagination of the country.

Elefsina’s achievement was not only that

it managed to change its image: from Greece’s
major industrial centre into a cultural centre

of international attention; Its achievement is that
it shifted the overall public perception regarding
what kind of cities could become Capitals of
Culture. And this has produced a dramatic
change in Greek reality. If every island, every
village, every small regional town could imagine
itself as an international cultural centre, engage
in long-term cultural planning, how different
would the national cultural production be?

How much would the cultural sector change

if regional cities were to take central positions
in the Greek cultural landscape, as in the case
of Elefsina?

Similarly, what would happen if every artist from
remote areas and art forms that converse with
marginalised social groups escaped the local,
internationalised their practices and conversed
more frequently with creators from every
corner of the world”? How much richer, more
diverse and inclusive would cultural production
worldwide be?

Elefsina, the place where in 2000, as Philipos
Koutsaftis recorded in Agelastos Petra,
“‘whoever passes by here, turns his gaze
elsewhere’, fifteen years later, was destined to
gather all gazes on a European level. And this is
the important legacy of Elefsina both at national,
European and international level. Some medium-
sized cities in the Greek periphery have already
started to imagine themselves as European
Capitals of Culture and have already started
preparing to bid for the title the next time it will
be hosted in Greece, around 2034 to 2036!
Elefsina has set a new paradigm, giving hope to
the whole world. The mere fact that some cities
in the region are entering the process of such a
long term cultural planning is a huge leap and
justifies in the most categorical way the selection
of Elefsina as European Capital of Culture.

“If Elefsina could do it, so can we” is the key
argument that fuels the self-confidence of cities
and opens up new avenues for the collective
imagination. Progress and change require new
paradigms. And Elefsina seems to be currently
serving as such a paradigm at a national level.

It is our duty, the duty of all of us involved in

the cultural field, to listen to these changes,

to listen to the ferment that is happening on the
periphery and on the margins of institutional
culture, and to connect with all these communities
that are hoping. And because they are hopeful,
they are working on ambitious plans and are
imagining themselves not in the margins of cultural
life, not as mere imitators of what is happening

in the centre, but as innovators, as ambitious
producers of the future, which is an act that
brings them to the centre of the world.

This year’s Culture 2030 Meeting, entitled

“In From the Margins”, focuses on the “margin”
as the future centre of the world. The Meeting
is dedicated to discussions, workshops and
working groups that examine the central role
of the periphery through the perspectives of
cities, artists and institutions.
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We are waiting for you in the European Capital
of Culture, Elefsina.

Over 10 countries have organised
national capital of culture titles since
Athens held the first European
Capital of Culture in 1985. Canada
started the trend in 2000, while
Serbia is the latest as the city of
Cack proudly carries the title in
2023. They have a few things in
organisational common but vary
considerably in their objectives both
at national level and at city level. Title
holders have ranged from villages
of a few hundred to medium sized
cities and former European Capitals
of Culture are normally excluded.
Independent expert Steve Green,
member of the selection panel for
European Capitals of Culture for five
years, three as its chair (including
the panel which selected Elefsina)
and lead author of the European
Commission’s Guide to Candidates,
discusses the key aspirations,
criteria, process as well as the tricky
parts of a new national title.

Elefsina, the great trauma of its
history, as Koutsaftis summarises

in his movie Agelastos Petra, in the
last twenty years has managed to
create a new social identity with
culture at its centre, in contrast to
the stereotype of the grey city that
had been imposed on it for aimost
a century. Artistic works born within
the framework of the Aeschylia
festival, brought new ideas and
contemporary art forms, drew the
attention of a critical audience and
the national mass media to the

city, caused significant changes in
both the dominant perceptions of
Elefsina’s identity and its image,
which had a positive impact on the
self-confidence of its inhabitants.
