And what role can culture play now, in this reassigned
condition that we live in?

If we face everything with a quiet gaze, the everlasting
one: the consolation of existence—always assigned
with the joy of revealing the reality —that art offers when
shared.

And the public you ask?

Sometimes numb, sometimes bold and enthusiastic—as
if it has been given back a precious stolen identity —it

is also searching for its own steps, trying to survive an
impending Fear. No one plays with life, even if art itself
can be rock, bigger than fear.

The consideration of all the parameters that make up the
cultural phenomenon as a social need and experience,
as a reassessment of the values of life and art through
creation, as future, as a living perspective for creators
and professionals dealing with the phenomenon of Art,
as network for communication and sharing of good
practices, as everything else that escapes us, and as

an opportunity to explore all the above—as well as the
theorem of TOGETHERNESS —we welcome you to the
CULTURE 2030 MEETING here, in Elefsina.

Welcome
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Art, in all its aspects and notions—political, aesthetic,
metaphysical, social, apocalyptic—is coping with the
non-negotiable Hope.

It has been three years and a completely different

reality since the last edition of Culture 2030 Meeting

in November 2019 due to the corona pandemic, the
revival of a war situation in Europe and the energy crisis.
The much discussed “return to normality” has brought
us to a new, unmapped world. The cultural sector has
severely suffered from the pandemic and the subsequent
lockdowns and its “return to normality” doesn’t appear
so normal, as the audience’s attendance is still not
satisfactory. What is happening then? Unavoidably, the
current situation forces us to consider how relevant our
practices are.

The truth is that long before the pandemic, there

have been strong voices that pointed out the need to
reconsider our practices. The need to approach art

not as a mere aesthetic endeavour, but as a social and
political practice, as a form of citizenship, asking what
kind of social cohesion, what kind of community and
what kind of citizens our practices breed and create. In
effect, this means to shift the attention from “what we
create” to “why and how we create”. In other words, to
make the questions of mission, values and relationship
with the community central.

In this momentum, the “Culture 2030 Meeting” returns to
Elefsina from 10 to 13 November 2022, creating first of
all a physical space that allows us to get together again:
artists, art workers, policy makers at local and regional
level, academics. Through a series of discussions,
workshops, networking activities and artistic projects with
participants from Greece and abroad, we will focus on
the simple things: the cities and their communities on the
one hand and the artists and their practices on the other.
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The programme of the meeting has been structured

in three themes. The first theme “City and Cultural
Strategy” explores how a city’s cultural strategy can
serve both the city’s and the artists’ needs. The second
theme “RESHAPE: let’s talk again about values” focuses
on the simple and basic questions that guide artistic
creation: why are we doing what we are doing? How
does our work serve our community? In fact, which is
our community and how much do we share its needs, its
concerns, its desires? In effect, what are the values that
guide our practice and our work?

The third theme “Participatory design & Networking”
invites us all to actively engage in what is happening.
From the afternoon to the evening, as well as on
Saturday morning, a number of art projects invite us to
experience the city of Eleusis and its communities, as
well as to get together with the Culture 2030 Meeting’s
participants. Because a whole day is not enough, from
21:00 onwards we get together again at the Late Night
Meeting Point, to continue with a drink in the view of the
archaeological site, the place of the “Eleusis Mysteries”.

Thus, from November 10th to 13th, we get together in
Eleusis and talk plainly for what is happening to us: for
our successes and our failures, for our difficulties and for
our desires.

The relocation of their ports outside
the city centre no longer stands

as a problem for many industrial
cities. There are many examples of
Greek cities having implemented
such approaches (Patras, Volos,
Thessaloniki, Kalamata, Kavala,
e.t.c.).

emerging experience, engages the
audience and maybe transforms the
participants, the communities as a
kind of gentle social acupuncture.
In 2006 Blind Date started as a
research platform based on the
collaboration of an alternating group
of artists with groups coming from
the fields of other arts/sciences

or other countries. Blind Date is

a meeting with the Other(s). The
rationale is based on the creative
partnership of people who begin
from a different starting point but
share the will for synergy and are
curious. The projects are completed
with a public presentation of

Through this
process she laughs, gets angry,
plays but also she dreams. It is a
play performed by a doll in natural
size that combines harmonically
the traditional puppet theater with
the art of mimicry. The performance
was born in 2009 and since then
Lemonia has visited many festivals,
squares, theaters, schools, etc. It
has also represented Greece in the
Global Puppet Festival where it was
awarded with two prizes.

A PROMENADE AUTOPSY
TO VLYCHA

This promenade walks on a
narration that unfolds the vision,
claims and protest of Eleusis’ civil
society movements and activist
with respect to the environmental
problems of the city. It ends up at
the much degraded bay of Vlycha,
passing through the cement
factory’s (TITAN) establishments in
the coastal zone. We start from the
quarry, which used to be a hill and
whose present condition is the result
of the quarrying activity of TITAN;
Hence, we are witnessing the abuse
of the landscape and the remains
of the former dominant seaside

hill of the city. We walk through

the areas known to the locals as
“shoals” and “springs”, tracing the
environmental damage from the
closed smelters, the dangerous and
harmful shipwrecks lying in the bay
and the other illegal interventions.
Throughout the narrative, the route
intertwines with the environmental
struggles for the city’s seafront,
revealing one of the greatest
paradoxes of Eleusis,

a coastal city with no access to the
sea.

Through the
process of designing and sawing
the garment, the designer brings to
the fore the hidden value that lies
behind the seemingly unimportant,
as (wearing clothes) is an everyday
experience.

The descendants of Asia Minor
refugees from upper Eleusis
participate in a site-specific
performance within their unique
neighbourhood of Synikismos. It

is the tiny refugee houses and the
dead-end alleys that bear witness
to the memories of the destructive
uprooting, while the reminiscence of
personal experiences composes the
nexus of the performance.

By intertwining fiction and a
documentary approach, the
personal testament of the individual
becomes the collective history for
the community. Participants and
audience relive the experiences

of the locals listening to a radio,

a television, discovering long
forgotten images and entering old
yards filled with memories. A live
transmission, 100 years old, silently
maintains their everlasting legacy
entrusted to future generations.
Behind the flaking walls, the
abandoned terraces and the new-
builds, a hidden facet of the story
is revealed and articulated for the
first time. The cross-pollination

and interweaving of narration and
reconstruction are mediated through
performance, video projections and
live music. Different forms of creative
expression interact to generate this
special performance milieu.
